Week Of Prayer For Christian Unity

This is worldwide movement of Christians of many 
denominations,  languages,  and  great  diversity  of 
race and culture, who are engaged in praying and 
working for the unity of Christians in the service of 
the  wider  redemption,  unity  and  peace  of  all 
peoples.

The  dates  of  the Week of  Prayer  (actually  its  an 
octave) are always the same from  January 18 to 
25, regardless of the days of the week. These dates 
are chosen because they represent the feasts of two 
saints significant to our understanding of Christian 
unity. January 18 is the feast of the confession (or 
chair) of St. Peter. January 25 is the feast of the 
conversion  of  St.  Paul.  Peter  and  Paul  are 
understood  as  representing  two  competing 
experiences of Christianity which are reconciled in 
the gathering at Jerusalem (Acts 15). In a similar 
way,  it  is  understood  that  Christianity  today 
experiences a multitude of differing expressions of 
Christianity  which  are  nevertheless  ultimately 
reconcilable.

Praying for  unity does  not  involve  prayer  for  any 
specific schemes for unity. It is about being faithful 
to the prayer of Jesus Christ, as seen in John 17, 
'that they may be one'.

In this part of Sheffield, this year the service for the 
Week of Prayer for Christian Unity  is coming to St 
Mary's this year:

Sunday 21st January at 6.30pm Service for 
WOPCU here at St Mary's for all the Sharrow 

Churches.  
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These  include  Highfield  Trinity  Methodist, 
Cemetery  Road  Baptist,  St  Mary's  Wesleyan 
Reform, Lansdowne Chapel, Lansdowne Christian 
Fellowship  and  Shiloh  Apostolic  Pentecostal 
Church.

We  hope  to  have  a  united  worship  group  with 
participants  from  most  of  the  participating 
churches.

Saint Of The Week – Anthony Of 
Egypt

First in an occasional series:

Born in about the year 251, Anthony heard the 
gospel message, "If you would be perfect, go, sell 
your  possessions,  and  give  the  money  to  the 

poor,  and you will  have treasure in heaven; then 
come,  follow  me."  He  was  twenty  years  old  and 
rich, following the death of his parents, but he did 
as  the  gospel  instructed  and  went  to  live  in  the 
desert, living an austere life of manual work, charity 
and  prayer.  His  many spiritual  struggles  left  him 
both wise and sensible  and he became a spiritual 
guide for many who flocked to him. His simple rule 
of personal discipline and prayer was taken up and 
spread throughout Christendom. He died peacefully 
in  the desert  in  the year  356,  asking that  he be 
buried secretly, so that his person might be hidden 
in  death  as  in  life.   His  feast  day  is  on  17th 

January.
